Being a SPONSOR of a destitute ORPHAN is a very worthwhile thing

There are over 1.9-Million AIDS-Orphans in KENYA;   plus many Orphaned by sicknesses like Malaria and Typhoid or due to accidents.   There are also many children who were deserted by fathers (sometimes mothers) and left destitute,  to strive alone  with  NO  State assistance.
Abundance Ministries International cares for many Orphans aged 0 to 18 years,  plus a number of deserted children.    Many destitute children come to the Orphans-Care Centre for help.
With NO free Education in Kenya, these children have no-one to provide for them.

There is no Government or other assistance what-ever with School fees.

Pupils must fund everything themselves,   incl:  uniforms & text-books, without which they are excluded.
  NO money → NO Education → NO Qualifications → NO Employment → POVERTY
ABUNDANCE  MINISTRIES  have their own Abundance Nursery School that provides a free tuition to children aged 3 to 6 years, with priority given to Orphans.    We have qualified Teachers in our three years:  Baby Class, Nursery Class, and Pre-School Unit.   Abundance Nursery School has been commended as having the highest standards of Nursery Education.
36p per day  (£10:83 per month)  (£130= per year)  will provide one Nursery School Orphan with the following:  School fees;  Shoes;  Text books;  Exercise books;  Pens/pencils/crayons; morning refreshment;  etc;  and assistance with Teaching materials.   £1.11p per day (£33= per month) will assist with one Teacher’s salary (each Teacher tutors up to 25 children).
Abundance Ministries International  has a separate bank account for School Fees.   You can pay monthly by standing order, or annually by cheque/cash in November or early December.   School fees will go directly to the School with NO deductions.    To avoid differences between the relatively better-off  and those in poverty, every pupil is given a FREE uniform.          NO money passes through any Administration or Government dept.
Our guarantee:   of every £1= given;  100p will go to providing YOUR Orphan’s needs.

We will select a needy Nursery-school  Orphan or Orphans for you according to your wishes.
You ask:  “What will I get in return?”   You will have the personal pride and satisfaction of giving a destitute child an opportunity in life, otherwise denied to him/her.   You will receive:

Receipts for your payments, quarterly or annually;    School Reports 3 times each year, plus other Reports at various times;   a Photograph of your Orphan(s) and their class  (very young children cannot write letters, but we will encourage them to put something on paper for you.)
The Chairman will maintain contact with you to discuss your Orphan’s progress and any needs arising.

Orphans also need food and clothes.   We need assistance with our Food Programme, Shoes & Clothes Programme, and Medicines.    Foster-families (often a destitute grandmother or other well-wisher) need help with food and living costs.       Your help with this would be appreciated.

SOME  ORPHANS  WHO  DESPERATELY  NEED  YOUR  HELP

There are 90 children in Abundance Nursery School:-  81 total Orphans and 9 with parents who are destitute.   None of them can afford School fees.   Of these, only 9 have Sponsors, which places a heavy burden upon this Charity as so many needy Orphans plead for teaching.  It would be unfair to select some for mention here, but we will select the most  needy for you.

OTHER  DESTITUTE  ORPHANS

who need Sponsors are:

Jacklyne  Awuor  Jaoko (17) is a total-Orphan (no mother or father) who was fostered by her Aunt.   Her mother died in August 2005 due to Tuberculosis and her father died in March 2007 due to ‘sickness’ (probably Malaria).   She was in Form 1 of Secondary School in 2010 in Bungoma and needs to progress to Form 2 – BUT:   her Aunt threw her out and withdrew her support  (said she can’t afford  any longer, and “she’s a girl”).

Jacklyne has, typically, been physically abused and was used as a house-slave by her Aunt;  we have offered refuge to her in the Orphans-Care Centre.   She is a very pleasant, and deserving girl; quiet and respectful – class-mate to one of our orphan-girls.
Will some-one please enable Jacklyne to continue her education by sponsoring her?

Millicent Adhiambo (19) is a Total-orphan whose father died of a heart attack whilst her mother died of Typhoid (water-borne disease common in Kenya).   She lives in a mud house with her Aunt Pamela who is a Deaconess in Abundance Church.    She has just completed Form 2 of Secondary School in Suna-Migori and needs to progress to Form 3  -  but she cannot because her Sponsor in the UK let her down.
Will some-one please enable Millicent to continue her Secondary education to Form 4?

Vincent Ochieng Dalmas (14) is a half-Orphan;  fostered by Dalmas and Pamela, two hard-working people who are unable to afford School fees.   He has just completed Primary school with his KCPE Certificate.   He lives in a mud house that has a tin roof, with his two younger brothers who are in Abundance Nursery School.

Will some-one please help Vincent to launch into Secondary school?

Beryl Akoth (7) is a half-Orphan child of a 20-years-old Orphan-mother ‘married’ at age 13.   She has two younger siblings.  His father was murdered in 2010 in a dispute over land;  their house was burned down, leaving the whole family homeless and destitute.   Beryl has just graduated from Nursery school;  she is very hard-working, gets good results and performs very well.
Who will help Beryl into Primary education (Standard 1).

Robert Fwamba (8) is a total-Orphan who was thrown out by his Grand-mother and was found by Abundance Ministries as a Street Boy living rough in Bungoma town.   He was taken into our Orphans-Care Centre and given a bath and clean clothes and is now very happy.   He is very intelligent, a leader, bright and cheerful.

Will some-one give Robert a chance in life?
Forstein Achieng (11) and Sambello Sata (8) are sister and brother whose mother died of Malaria and Typhoid (water-borne diseases) in January 2010.   Their father deserted them, leaving them ‘home alone’ so that we gave them refuge in the Centre.   Forstein is in Standard 7 of Primary school whilst Sambello is in Standard 2.   To remain in School their  fees MUST be paid.

Will some-one help Forstein and/or her brother Sambello by sponsoring one or both through Primary school?
